STAGE ONE INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the vacuum slide from carb. Remove the stock needle & spacers, noting order of assembly.
E4175.001
2. Install the Dynojet needle on groove #3. Use all stock spacers (Fig. A). The small Dynojet washer is for half step
increment adjustments and do not need to be installed at this time.
Note: The DSP77 spring does not have to be used, it is supplied in case the stock spring is misplaced. After
installing slide in the carb be sure to check slide movement manually. D — .

3. Install the Dynojet main jet provided. If you are running the stock muffler use the DJ175 main jet. if you are the top

running an aftermarket slip-on with high flowing baffle, use the DJ180 main jet. The DJ170 main jet is provided for
high-altitude applications. Be sure that the jet you are changing is the main jet.

4. Remove the plastic cover and intake snorkel from the back of the airbox.

5. Locate the Fuel Mixture Screw (Fig. B). Carefully turn mixture screw clockwise until lightly seated,
then back out 3-1/2 turns.
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
